Polo Shirt with Logo: solid navy, white, light gray, Kelly green (Phasing out hunter green.)

Pants, Shorts, Skirt: solid khaki or navy

Dress, Jumper: solid khaki or navy (Solid white blouse or school polo may be worn under jumper.)
Sweat Shirts: must be crew neck, must be school colors (solid navy, light gray, or Kelly green)
Tights: solid white, tan, navy (no fishnet or mesh material)

Socks: worn with shorts, skirts, or dresses. Preferred colors are white, navy, tan, or gray

Shoes: tennis shoes, street shoes, boots, sandals (no flip flops, bedroom shoes, or shoes with lights or
wheels)

PE Shorts: black, navy, or gray

PE Athletic Pants: black, navy, or gray

PE T-shirt: BPA gym shirt. Order through Schoolbelles.

PE Shoes: tennis shoes, no lights or wheels

Coats and Sweaters are not required to be school colors.

Abdomen, chest, and back must be covered at all times.
Shirts, though recommended to be tucked in, can be untucked as long as the shirt does not extend
below the lower hip and does not result in a disheveled appearance.

Back pockets must be at hip level.
Pants should not drag the floor.
Holes are not permissible.
skorts, dresses, and shorts:

Hemline should be no higher than 3 inches above the knee.
Spandex leggings are not to be worn with shorts, skorts, skirts, or dresses.

Students may not wear clothing that is grunge, ripped, torn, bleach spotted, or see-through.
Undergarments should not be visible.
Students will not wear clothing that is excessively large or baggy or unduly tight or form fitting.
